Did you know children and adults with learning disabilities are far more likely to be abused than other groups of people in the UK? 

The ANN CRAFT TRUST is a national charity, which is dedicated to the protection of adults and children with learning disabilities from any form of abuse. 

Some studies undertaken in the last fifteen years show that as many as 60%* of all people with learning disabilities may experience sexual, physical, emotional and financial abuse at some point in their lives.

We work with organisations which provide day-to-day support to people with learning disabilities, including housing, health and personal care, education and social services. We make sure these organisations understand how people with learning disabilities are vulnerable, and help them reduce the risk of abuse happening in their organisation.
